“Request for Qualifications”
Project Summary

The City of Santa Fe Arts Commission is accepting artist qualifications for the creation of a bronze commemorative artwork.  The commission is $16,000 inclusive, which has been provided by the New Mexico State Legislature.  
Project Description

The City of Santa Fe Arts Commission is seeking to commission an artist/artist team to design, fabricate and install a bronze artwork that commemorates the U.S. soldiers and marines who fought in the Korean War.  The artwork should reflect the very difficult and exhausting conditions under which the soldiers and marines fought, including the bitter cold winters.  The selected artist/artist team will also be responsible for designing the appropriate pedestal for the sculpture in collaboration with the landscape architect hired by the City to design park improvements.
The artwork must be completed in time for a dedication on July 27, 2007, the anniversary of the ceasefire of the Korean War.
Location and Site Description

The artwork is to be located in Amelia E. White Park, which is on Old Santa Fe Trail at Camino Corrales in Santa Fe, New Mexico.  The specific location within the park will be determined by the design process to be undertaken by the City in consultation with a landscape architecture firm and the neighborhood association.
Amelia E. White Park is a small neighborhood park located on Santa Fe’s historic east side.  The rectangular park space is bounded on the south by Old Santa Fe Trail and on the east by Camino Corrales.  The west end of the park has a small parking lot while the northern boundary of the park abuts private residences.  The central area of the park is defined by a rose garden with two ramada structures which run to the west and east.  The terminus of the eastern ramada is marked with a column which commemorates the Korean War.  The end of the western ramada features a seating area encircling an older fountain.  A walking path encircles the entire park space.  (Exhibit A).
 

Amelia E. White Park has recently undergone phase one of renovations, with the next phase scheduled for the near future.  The Old Santa Fe Trail neighborhood association has worked closely with the City on all aspects of the renovations.  Their continued involvement with the park space is anticipated.

 

The commissioned bronze commemorative artwork will have to take into account the existing park features.  In scale and form, the artwork will need to harmonize with the intimate, neighborhood-oriented nature of the park. 

Budget

The budget for this artwork is $16,000 inclusive.  This fee must include all design, fabrication and installation fees as well as applicable taxes, necessary licenses and registration fees.  The artist/architect-designed pedestal will be paid for with other funds.
Selection Process

A selection panel consisting of a Korean War veteran, a representative of the neighborhood, an arts professional, a sculptor and a member of the Art in Public Places (AIPP) committee shall review the qualifications and recommend an artist for the project.  The selection panel’s recommendation will then be approved by the AIPP committee, the Arts Commission and the City Manager.

At its discretion, the City reserves the right to alter the membership and size of the committee.

Initial Selection Criteria


60% 
Artistic qualifications as demonstrated by artwork created and completed within the last 


five (5) years. 

20% 
Past public art project experience as demonstrated by projects completed within the past five (5) years.

20%
Ability to communicate, involve and work with the community through all facets of the work of art.

Scores of the selection panel members will be totaled to determine the top-rated artist/artist team.   The City reserves the right to interview one to three pre-finalists prior to selecting one to three finalists.  The finalist(s) will be paid a fee for developing a proposal/maquette.  The finalist(s)’ proposal(s) and/or maquette(s) will be evaluated using the following criteria:

Quality of proposed artwork.

Appropriateness of proposal to site, compatibility in scale, material, form and content with project surroundings and installation methods, where applicable.

Ability to communicate, involve and work with the community through all facets of the work of art

Eligibility

This is a national call to artists/artist teams, open to all professional artists residing in the United States.  
Artists must have a record of completing projects within budget and on time.  They must also have the ability to communicate ideas in written, oral and graphic formats as well as the capability to communicate and work with members of the community.

The selected artist/artist team will be required to enter into a City of Santa Fe Professional Services Agreement (available upon request). A City Santa Fe Business Registration and a State of New Mexico CRS number will also be required.
Application Requirements
The following materials must be submitted by the deadline.  The City reserves the right to deem incomplete submissions ineligible.

· Letter of Interest (2 page max.):  The letter should explain the artist’s/artist team’s interest in the project and highlight any similar project experience.
· Professional Resume (2 page max. per artist.):  Teams should submit a resume for each member.


· Images (15 max.):  The images should document work completed within the last five (5) years.  Images may be submitted in two formats:

◄  35 mm photographic slides, must be in a clear plastic slide sheet with each slide labeled with the artist’s name, the top clearly marked with an arrow, and a number to correspond with the slide list.

OR

◄  Digital slides, may be HTML pages or PowerPoint slides, please do not include any text.


· Annotated Slide List (2 page max.):  The slide list should include, in order, the artist’s name, title, date, medium, size, location, commissioning agency, budget/price and a brief description of each work.


· Three References:  Please list three professional references that have knowledge of your work and work methods.  Include a complete address, telephone number, and email.  Do not include letters of reference or use members of the Arts Commission, Art in Public Places committee, or staff as references.


· SASE:  A self-addressed stamped envelope must be included for the return of slides.  

The selection panel cannot review additional material; please do not include items beyond those requested above.
[Please note that we are not accepting specific proposals at this time.]  
Deadline

All submissions must be received (not postmarked) by Tuesday, July 11, 2006 by 5:00 p.m. local prevailing time.
